STM   Public   Masses.     PLEASE   BRING   &   WEAR   A   FACE   COVERING   from   Sat   8   Aug     per   Her   Majesty’s   Government .  
It’s   a   one-way   system.   Enter   via   Narthex;   exit   via   East   Door.   Hand   gel   and   o�ering   baskets   are   provided   at   both.  
Seating   is   two   metres   apart   by   households   in   pews   marked   with   a   white   ribbon   (except   side   pews   along   walls).   
Mass   Books   are   in   each   pew   specific   to   each   Mass   and   are   hence   handled   once   every   6/7   days   (144-166   hours);  
HMG   requires   3   days   (72   hours).   As   you   leave   via   the   East   Exit,    please   place   all   the   Mass   Books   for   your   pew   on  
the   top   shelf   of   the   book   carrel   where   they   will   remain   untouched   until   re-placed   for   the   same   Mass   next   week.  
Holy   Communion:    In   one   kind;   the   Precious   Body   is   given   in   the   hand,   or    on   the   tongue   after   others   have   received .  
Reception   is   by   households,   standing   or   kneeling    side   by   side   along   the   Altar   rail    to   receive   a   Host   or   a   Blessing.  
The   Celebrant   will   release   a   Host   onto   your   outstretched,   cupped   hands   as   St   Cyril   of   Jerusalem   (313-386)   taught:  
“In   approaching   [the   Altar]   ...   come   not   with   your   wrists   extended,   or   your   fingers   spread;   but   make   your   left   hand  
a   throne   for   the   right,   as   for   that   which   is   to   receive   a   King.   And   having   hollowed   your   palm,   receive   the   Body   of   Christ,  
saying   over   it,   Amen.”     (Catechetical    Lecture   23,    https://www.newadvent.org/fathers/310123.htm )
